November 24, 2024 Daily Reflection — Our Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe. | am...the one who is and who was and who is to come.
(Revelation 1:8). Today’s feast of Christ the King marks the culmination of everything our readings, over the past month, have been leading
up to.
